� �r. Jeanne King is a psychologist, author and national     
consulting expert on intimate partner violence and child 

abuse intervention. She helps people spot dangerous relationships 
and shows professionals in healthcare and social services how to 
break the cycle of abuse and heal the wounds of interpersonal 
violation. Through her authenticity and ability to bridge psychol-
ogy and domestic abuse advocacy, Dr. King captivates audiences 
in life changing—and for some life saving—keynotes and     
seminars.  
 Dr. King earned her doctorate degree in Psychology   
from Northwestern University and served as a psychologist in 
bio-behavioral medicine for over 20 years. She has been featured 
in dozens of newspapers and has appeared on numerous radio  
and TV talk shows across the country. Her groundbreaking book 
All But My Soul: Abuse Beyond Control has been used as a col-
lege textbook, and has helped thousands of people break the cycle 
of abuse and reclaim a life a peace, dignity and respect.  
 Dr. King developed the King Intimate Partner Violence 
Inventory—a clinical assessment tool that makes detection of   
intimate partner violence more expedient and accurate for   
healthcare and social service providers.   

Dr. King’s presentations are eye-openers and healing agents for those facing abusive situations or       
interfacing with families in danger. In her programs, she: 
·  Awakens clear understanding of the subtle communication patterns of battering relationships 
·  Shows how to overcome the barriers most healthcare providers face in addressing domestic violence

·  Shows strategies to overcome adversity and heal the impact of interpersonal trauma
